











Page D. Keeley Takes Helm as
2008-2009 President of the
National Science Teachers Association

Arlington, VA, June 2, 2008 —On June 1, Page D. Keeley, senior
science program director at the Maine Mathematics and Science
Alliance (MMSA), began her one-year term as president of the
National Science Teachers Association (NSTA), the largest profes-
sional organization in the world promoting excellence and innova-
tion in science teaching and learning.

“Page is a well-respected leader in the science education
community,” said Gerry Wheeler, executive director, NSTA. “We
are incredibly fortunate to have her skills and guidance, as well as
her immense passion for quality science education at NSTA.”

An active member of the science education community
for over 20 years, Keeley is well-known for her leadership and
dedication to quality science teaching and learning. In addition to
having taught science for 15 years at the middle and high school
levels, Keeley has worked as a research assistant in immunogenet-
ics at the Jackson Laboratory, served as a science literacy leader in
the Project 2061 Professional Development Program, and worked
as an adjunct instructor at the University of Maine. Since 1996,
Keeley has been employed at MMSA, focusing on program de-
sign, professional development, and publications in the areas of
teacher leadership, science instruction, standards, mentoring and
new teacher support, and formative assessment. Additionally, Kee-
ley is currently a principal investigator on two National Science
Foundation (NSF) grants.

Keeley’s other leadership activities include serving as the
president of the Maine Science Teachers Association (MSTA), an
NSTA district director, and serving two elected terms on her lo-
cal school board. She has worked on several science education-
related committees, including the Maine Educational Assessment
Advisory Committee, Boston University’s Microcosmos Advisory
Committee, the TERC Eisenhower Regional Alliance Advisory
Board, and NSTA’s Professional Development Standing Commit-
tee, among others. Keeley has also authored several books and
published material in NSTA journals.

In 1999, Keeley became a National Academy for Science
and Mathematics Education Leadership Fellow. Her other awards
and accomplishments include receiving the Phil Marcoux Memo-
rial Award for outstanding service to science education in Maine
in 1997, AT&T Maine Governor’s Fellow for Technology in 1994,
the Milken Foundation National Distinguished Educator Award in
1993, and a Presidential Award for Excellence in Secondary Sci-
ence Teaching in 1992.

Keeley earned a bachelor’s degree in life science, with a
pre-veterinary concentration, from the University of New Hamp-
shire and a master’s degree in science education from the Univer-
sity of Maine.

Francis Eberle
New Executive Director of the National Science Teachers Association

ARLINGTON, Va. — May 19, 2008 — The National Science
Teachers Association (NSTA), the largest professional organiza-
tion in the world promoting excellence and innovation in science
teaching and learning, today announced that Dr. Francis Eberle,
executive director of the Maine Mathematics and Science Alliance
(MMSA), will serve as the association’s new executive director.
He succeeds Dr. Gerry Wheeler, who will retire after 13 years with
the association.

Eberle was selected by the board of directors after an ex-
haustive nationwide search that involved hundreds of candidates
from around the country. He will take the lead at the end of Au-
gust.

“Francis brings tremendous passion, leadership, and ex-
perience to this position,” said John Whitsett, president, NSTA.
“We are pleased to be joined by such a distinguished and accom-
plished leader in the science education community, who shares the
association’s commitment to improving and enhancing science
teaching and learning for all.”

Throughout his career, Eberle has served the education
profession in many different capacities. Prior to joining MMSA in
1993, Eberle taught middle and high school science, served as an
adjunct instructor at the University of Southern Maine, founded
and directed the STAR Science Center, and served as president

he has served on several boards, advisory groups, and commit-
tees for a variety of state and national organizations, including the
National Association of State Science and Mathematics Coalition
(NASSMC), the Centers for Ocean Sciences Education Excellence
(COSEE), and the Maine Space Grant Consortium (MSGC).

Eberle’s leadership activities also include co-authoring a
series of books entitled, “Uncovering Student Ideas in Science,”
and serving as principal investigator or co-principal investigator
on six National Science Foundation (NSF) grants and two state
Math and Science Partnership (MSP) projects. An NSTA member
since 1976, Eberle has also contributed extensively to the associa-
tion, having presented numerous sessions at regional and national
conferences and publishing several articles in NSTA journals.

Eberle has also been recognized for his service to science
education. He is a recipient of MSTA’s Philip Marcoux Memorial
Award for outstanding service to science education and was rec-
ognized by the Maine Department of Education with its Alan M.
Argondizza Award for outstanding service to elementary science
education.

Eberle holds a doctorate in educational studies from Les-
ley University, a master’s degree in educational psychology from
the University of Connecticut, and a bachelor’s degree in science
education from Boston University.

giant screen film
presents the wildlife
of East Africa

(Roanoke, VA)—Travel with the wildebeests from Tanzania to Kenya and back, a journey of over 500 miles which is cap-
tured in the giant screen film Africa: The Serengeti. The film, which opens in the Science Museum of Western Virginia’s
MegaDome Theatre on August 1, is narrated by James Earl Jones and features the lions, elephants, giraffes, zebras,
monkeys and other incredible species that inhabit the plains of East Africa.

Africa: The Serengeti is a giant screen safari into the “last great
place on earth” —the Serengeti plains, a place where life and
death dramas are played out daily within the most important
animal sanctuary on earth. A heart-pounding chorus of hooves
and the sight of wildebeests as far as the eye can see introduce the
audience to the spectacle that few humans have ever witnessed,
the Great Migration. The film is a tribute to those ungainly,
clown-like animals as they set out on their year-long odyssey,
accompanied by countless zebras and gazelles. Many have made
this trip before; for the young it is their first journey, for others it
could be their last.

The Serengeti has also been called the cradle of humanity. One of
the most famous archeological sites on earth is located in Olduvai
Gorge, near the Ngorongoro Crater. Viewers will journey into the
Gorge and learn of the 2 million-year-old human fossil discovered
there and also of the people who now call this area their home —
the Maasai. They were once the most formidable warriors of East
Africa, but now they live the more peaceful life of family and
tending cattle while still maintaining their unique customs and
traditions.

Dramatic and beautiful as Africa: The Serengeti is, it is the ending
that is the most memorable. A wildebeest calf is born and must
rise and walk within five minutes of birth, or be abandoned. After
several heart-wrenching attempts, the calf finally finds his legs
and trots off to join his mother, giving the much-needed affirma-
tion that even on the great plains of the Serengeti, life is indeed
more powerful than death.

Produced by Graphic Films Corporation and distributed by the
Houston Museum of Natural Science, Africa: The Serengeti has
won four film industry awards and has been nominated for several
others.
